Rye is ideally and centrally located to the

Rye was originally called Whitecliffs and it 
remains the name given to the quieter western 
area of town. Limeburners were the first 
permanent settlers during the 1840’s and a 
kiln still exists at the base of the prominent 

headland. The pier was built in 1860 to 
transport the lime to Melbourne from 
the fourteen kilns in Rye. Lime was 
traditionally used by the building industry as 
a masonary mortar for structural walls and 
ornamental plaster.

Rye is the first bayside town on the Peninsula 
to offer a front & back beach. 
The bay beach has a long stretch of shallow 
water loved particularly by windsurfers, 
whereas the rough ocean beach is popular 
with surfers & fishermen.
